The factory paints Jeeps after they are assembled, and this can result in a thinner application of paint in some areas that are hard for the paint
robots to reach. Also, it isn't uncommon for water to seep between the factory hinge and the tailgate or body tub, which can lead to some
corrosion. If corrosion or thin paint is present after you remove your factory hinges, we recommend touching up the affected area and any areas
of thinner paint coverage with appropriate touch-up paint or using the included 2" black vinyl squares, or black automotive tape, to cover areas
that may potentially show through, before installing the heavy-duty hinges.
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
